Description: Perform a study that will assess existing conditions of safe pedestrian
movement from residential areas to key destinations within the city. This study will be an
integral component of the City of Lynchburg Transportation Master Study. Area to be
included within the study is the area between Lynchburg General Hospital, E.C. Glass,
the Plaza, and the Dunbard and Payne corridors.

The study will evaluate existing conditions and provide recommendations for
improvements that will create a safe and efficient pedestrian transportation network.

We received a letter from your office requesting our review of the Central Virginia Long-Range
Transportation Plan (Plan) that is available through your website at www.region2000.org. We
have reviewed the Plan and offer the following comments and recommendations. The
Department of Game and Inland Fisheries (DGIF), as the Commonwealth’s wildlife and
freshwater fish management agency, exercises full law enforcement and regulatory jurisdiction
over those resources, inclusive of State or Federally Endangered or Threatened species, but
excluding listed insects. We are a consulting agency under the U. S. Fish and Wildlife
Coordination Act (48 Stat. 401, as amended; 16 U.S.C. 661 et seq.), and we provide
environmental analysis of projects or permit applications coordinated through the Virginia
Department of Environmental Quality, the Virginia Marine Resources Commission, the Virginia
Department of Transportation, the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers, and other state or federal
agencies. Our role in these procedures is to determine likely impacts upon fish and wildlife
resources and habitats, and to recommend appropriate measures to avoid, reduce, or compensate
for those impacts.

The Plan constitutes a map of the Lynchburg area, including parts of Bedford, Campbell and
Ambherst Counties, attributed with numbers which correlate to proposed projects that have been
deemed necessary to meet the future transportation needs of this planning region. Because the
Plan does not provide project details, we are unable to determine what, if any, impacts to wildlife
resources under our jurisdiction may result from any of the projects identified in the Plan. The
comments submitted here are for the purposes of planning and should be considered preliminary.
We recommend coordination with this agency for specific projects later in the project
development process.

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According to our records, threatened and endangered species known to occur within the area
outlined by the Plan and which may be impacted by the projects identified in the Plan include:
federal endangered state endangered James spinymussel, federal threatened state threatened bald
eagle, state threatened peregrine falcon, state threatened loggerhead shrike, federal species of
concern state endangered Bewick’s wren, federal species of concern state threatened Henslow’s
sparrow, federal species of concern state threatened green floater, and federal species of concern
state threatened Atlantic pigtoe. We recommend coordination with our agency to identify

possible impacts upon these listed species resulting from any project proposed in the Plan. _
Further, we recommend coordination with the USFWS regarding possible impacts upon federally
listed species.

In addition, our records indicate that a listed plant species, federal endangered state threatened
smooth coneflower, has been documented in the area identified by the Plan. The protection of
this species falls under the jurisdiction of the US Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) and the
Virginia Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (VDACS). Under a Memorandum
of Agreement established between VDACS and the Virginia Department of Conservation and
Recreation (DCR), DCR represents VDACS in comments regarding potential impacts on state-
listed threatened and endangered plant and insect species. We recommend coordination with the
above mentioned agencies to address possible impacts upon this listed plant.

According to our records, the following wildlife resources are located within the project area.
These resources may be known to support listed wildlife and/or other wildlife resources about
which we may have concerns and for which we may recommend surveys, habitat assessments
and/or mitigation if impacts upon them are anticipated by any project proposed for the area
identified in the Plan.

» Threatened and Endangered Species Waters: James River and Pedlar River

¢ Potential Anadromous Fish Use Areas: James River, Blackwater Creek and Beaver Creek

e Stockable Trout Streams: Otter Creek

Also located within the project area are the following DGIF boat ramps near Lynchburg. We
have an interest in reducing, minimizing and/or avoiding impacts upon these locations.

In addition to the listed species and wildlife resources mentioned above, a number of species
included as species of greatest conservation need in Virginia’s Wildlife Action Plan are likely to
occur, if suitable habitat exists, in and around the area identified by the Plan. We recommend
that the Virginia Wildlife Action Plan (available through www bewildvirginia.cov) be reviewed
to determine what threats are known to these species, what suitable habitat for these species
consists of and how to best protect them and their habitats from harm. This document, in
conjunction with assistance from our agency, can serve as a tool to assist Metropolitan Planning

Organizations (MPOs) to perform long-range planning in a manner that reduces impacts upon
the Commonwealth’s wildlife and their habitats.

As previously mentioned, we will need to review projects individually to make specific
comments about possible impacts upon wildlife resources, threatened and endangered species or
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DGIF landholdings. Those comments may include recommendations such as the following
which, when implemented in certain situations, serve to reduce and/or avoid impacts upon
Virginia’s wildlife resources.
e Performing species surveys and/or habitat assessments at the project site
Time of year restrictions on certain activities
Activity restrictions
Implementation of erosion and sediment controls
Use of low impact development techniques
Use of natural stream channel design
Preservation of riparian buffers
Mitigation for impacts upon wildlife and/or their habitats
Inclusion of wildlife crossings for linear transportation projects
Education of contractors about wildlife species that may be encountered on site
Other conservation recommendations

We support the concept of long-range transportation planning and are happy to assist this MPO
in project alternatives analysis, project design and siting, and wildlife impact assessments. We
support the discussion of environmental mitigation and the identification of suitable mitigation
areas early in the planning process and would be happy to assist with the identification of such

areas.

This is a response to the letter dated February 13, 2006, regarding public comment on
The Central Virginia Long-Range Transportation Plan Year 2030. As requested, staff at Virginia
Department of Emergency Management (VDEM) reviewed the plan in consideration of
approved state and regional emergency management plans and on-going plan development
processes. As a result, VDEM determined that the long range plan was not developed with
consideration of relevant emergency management plans.

VDEM is currently engaged in statewide and regional evacuation planning processes that
could impact transportation in Region 2000. The Region 2000 Commission includes the
following localities: City of Lynchburg, Bedford City, Bedford County, Amherst County,
Augusta County, Appomattox County, Campbell County and the towns of Alta Vista,
Appomattox, Amherst, and Brookneal. The region is within VDEM Regions 3 and 6.

The region’s long range plan includes a policy statement “to enhance the availability and
redundancy of regional evacuation routes.” However, without goals and objectives and proposed
projects to support this policy, it does not reflect the evacuation plans (the Hurricane Evacuation
Plan, the Northern Virginia Evacuation Plan, and the Statewide Shelter and Evacuation Plan).
Further, the long range plan reviewed the current status and future needs for transit, but does not
relate the region’s transit capabilities to the state and regional evacuation plans. Transit is
essential to a successful evacuation process.

Additionally, the long range transportation plan does not address hazards identified in its
own regional hazard mitigation plan, The Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan. Most
jurisdictions in the region included a strategy to address hazards and strategies to address

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maintenance of highway right of way. While it is a public education strategy, this could be
adapted to the long range plan.

VDEM regards the review process as an opportunity to assist Region 2000 Commission

in synchronizing the development of its long range transportation plan with other relevant
planning processes and therefore offers the following recommendations:

o Review drafts and completed plans developed by VDEM as part of plan revision process;

develop goals and objectives in conjunction with relevant emergency management
planning.

Review the region 2000’s Multi-Jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan at
http://www.cgit.vt.edu/region2000/resources.asp, relate relevant hazards and strategies to
Central Virginia Long-Range Transportation Plan Year 2030 View the Central Virginia

Consider the use of transit in a potential evacuation either within the region or as a
resource to be delivered to a disaster area. Coordinate this effort with VDEM, the
Virginia Department of Transportation (VDOT) and other regions involved with this
process.

The Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR) administers the Virginia Scenic Rivers and the
Virginia Byways programs. Additionally, DCR is responsible for developing and helping to implement
the Virginia Outdoors Plan (VOP), the state’s comprehensive outdoor recreation and open space plan.
Walking for pleasure was found to be the number one activity in the Virginia. The VOP recognizes the
importance of scenery to Virginians and many of the top ten activities are water based. It was also found
that Virginians have a high interest in visiting natural areas, parks, and scenic areas. The VOP also
recognizes the importance of collaboration between transportation, recreation and community
development.

Mitigation measures for the transportation plan should include pedestrian accommodations that are
attractive and safe, including crossings. When roadways cross rivers, especially scenic rivers, both
designated and potential, the bridges should be designed so that the river is visible by crossing vehicles.
Wherever possible, water access for boating and fishing should be provided with each new or replacement
bridge. There should also be a discussion regarding what will happen on the graded slopes especially at
major intersections and gateways, as attractive landscaping may be warranted. Planting these areas with
the native plants will go far to protecting the water quality and be more sustainable with less maintenance.
Scenic roads, whether designated Virginia Byways or identified roads, need to be designed to lay lightly

on the ground and aligned to accentuate attractive views ands vistas. Plantings along the roadway should
also enhance views.

DCR’s Division of Natural Heritage has also searched its Biotics Data System for occurrences of natural
heritage resources from the area outlined on the submitted map. Natural heritage resources are defined as
the habitat of rare, threatened, or endangered plant and animal species, unique or exemplary natural
communities, and significant geologic formations.

Please see enclosed table of natural heritage resources within the proposed study larea. As more

information is provided for each project, DCR will provide more detailed information about natural
heritage resources.

We have received your request for our review and comment regarding the Central Virginia Long-
Range Transportation Plan Year 2030. The recently approved federal transportation bill,
SAFETEA-LU, requires regional authorities such as the Central Virginia Metropolitan Planning
Organization (CVMPO) to consult with the appropriate local, state, and federal agencies regarding
land use management, natural resource, environmental protection, conservation, and historic
property issues. Although the Long-Range Plan includes specific projects, SAFETEA-LU requires
only that the Plan be reviewed by agencies at a general policy level to address potential
environmental mitigation activities and potential mitigation areas.

The spreadsheet provided correctly identifies a variety of potential mitigation activities and areas.
However, as the qualities of each affected historic property and the circumstances surrounding
individual projects are unique, there may be many more mitigation options available that no one can
now anticipate. We request that CVMPO maintain open all possibilities for mitigation that will
address the characteristics of the historic property being impacted and produce the greatest public
benefit achievable. We want to point out that in the existing matrix under “Key applicable
requirements” for cultural resources that the State Environmental Review Process (SERP) is not

mentioned.

The Department of Environmental Quality South Central Regional Office is responsible for
coordinating the Department of Environmental Quality’s (DEQ) review of environmental
documents submitted pursuant to Executive Order 12372, and responding to appropriate local
government agencies. The Central Virginia Metropolitan Planning Organization (CVMPO) has
developed a Long-Range Transportation Plan for Central Virginia in cooperation with the
Virginia Department of Transportation, the Virginia Department of Rail and Public
Transportation, the Federal Highway Administration, and the Federal Transit Administration.
The study area includes the City of Lynchburg as well as Amherst, Bedford and Campbell
Counties.

DEQ has no objection to the project provided its construction is carried out in strict accordance
with all applicable state, federal, and local laws and regulations. Prior to implementing
construction, all applicable environmental permits and approvals must be obtained. In general,
development must incorporate features which prevent significant adverse impacts on ambient air
quality, water quality, wetlands, historic structures, fish, wildlife, and species of plants, animals,
or insects listed by state agencies as rare, threatened, or endangered.

The following discussion is provided as a guideline of programs administered by the Department
of Environmental Quality and other agencies of the Commonwealth, which could be applicable
to the proposed action. Final determination concerning potential impacts on these programs rests
with DEQ’s South Central Regional Office and the appropriate agency administering each
program. It is the responsibility of the applicant to coordinate development with these agencies.

1. Water Quality and Wetlands. Although no long-term adverse impacts to water quality are
anticipated from this project, potential short-term adverse impacts resulting from surface runoff



due to construction must be minimized. This can be achieved by using Best Management
Practices (BMPs).

Federal and state governments regulate impacts to streams and wetlands. The Virginia Marine
Resources Commission serves as the clearinghouse for the Joint Permit Application (JPA) used
by: (1) U.S. Army Corps of Engineers for issuing permits pursuant to § 404 of the Clean Water
Act and § 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act; (2) Department of Environmental Quality for
issuance of Virginia Water Protection Permit pursuant to § 401 of the Clean Water Act, Virginia
Code § 62.1-44.2 et seq., Nirginia Code § 62.1-44.15.5, and Virginia Administrative Code 9
VAC 25-210-10 et seq.; (3) Virginia Marine Resources Commission regulates encroachments on
or over state-owned subaqueous beds as well as tidal wetlands pursuant to Virginia Code §28.2-
1200 through 7400, and (4) the local wetlands board for impacts to wetlands. Contact VMRC at
(757) 247-2200 to determine the need for a JPA for this project. VMRC will distribute the
application to the appropriate agencies. Each agency will conduct its review and respond.

In general, DEQ recommends that the amount of stream and wetland impacts be avoided to the
maximum extent practicable. For unavoidable impacts, DEQ encourages the following practices
to minimize the impacts to wetlands and waterways: use of directional drilling from upland
locations; operation of machinery and construction vehicles outside of stream-beds and wetlands;
use of synthetic mats when in-stream work is unavoidable; stockpiling of material excavated
from the trench for replacement if directional drilling is not feasible; and preservation of the top
12 inches of trench material removed from wetlands for use as wetland seed and root stock in the
excavated area.

2. Erosion and Sediment Control and Stormwater Management. Non-point source pollution
resulting from this project should be minimal provided that effective erosion and sediment
control practices and structures are employed. Denuded areas should be vegetated. Erosion and
sediment control measures must be implemented in accordance with current erosion and
sediment control regulations, which are reflected in the current edition of the Virginia Erosion
and Sediment Control Handbook. If the total land disturbance exceeds 10,000 square feet, an
erosion and sediment control plan will be required. A stormwater management plan may also be
required.

Furthermore, effective 29 January 2005, House Bill 1177 transferred regulatory authority of the
Virginia Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (VPDES) programs related to municipal
separate storm sewer systems (MS4s) and construction activities from State Water Control Board
to the Soil and Water Conservation Board and transferred oversight of these programs from DEQ
to the Virginia Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR). As such, DCR is responsible
for the issuance, denial, revocation, termination and enforcement of VPDES permits for the
control of stormwater discharges from MS4s and land disturbing activities under the Virginia
Stormwater Management Program. DEQ will continue to manage the remaining VPDES
program. Therefore, for any land disturbing activities equal to one acre or more, the
municipality is required to apply to DCR for registration coverage under the General Permit for
Discharges of Stormwater from Construction Activities. Specific questions regarding the

Stormwater Management Program requirements should be directed to Mr. Eric Capps, DCR, at
(804) 786-3957, e-mail eric.capps@dcr.virginia.gov.




3. Air Quality. The Central Virginia area is currently in attainment with the ozone and
particulate matter national air quality standards. This project is not likely to adversely affect air
quality. However, during construction fugitive dust must be kept at a minimum. This requires,
but is not limited to, measures such as application of water to suppress dust, and washing down
construction vehicles and paved roadways immediately adjacent to the construction site. The
following sections of Virginia Administrative Code (VAC) may be applicable: 9 VAC 5-50-60 et.
seq., governs abatement of visible emissions and fugitive dust emissions, and 9 VAC 5-40-5600
et. seq. addresses open burning. For additional information, please contact Craig Nicol, Air
Compliance Manager, at (434) 582-6229.

4. Solid and Hazardous Wastes, and Hazardous Substances. DEQ administers the Virginia
Solid Waste Management Regulations and the Virginia Hazardous Waste Management
Regulations. We recommend that all solid wastes generated at the site be reduced at the source,
reused, or recycled. All hazardous wastes should be minimized. Otherwise, all solid waste,
hazardous waste, and hazardous material must be managed in accordance with ali Jppiicable
federal, state, and local environmental regulations. Contact Dave Miles, Regional Deputy
Director, at (434) 582-6228, concerning location and availability of waste management facilities
in the project area.

5. Pesticides and Herbicides. DEQ recommends that the use of herbicides or pesticides for
construction or landscape maintenance should be in accordance with the principles of integrated
pest management. The least toxic pesticides that are effective in controlling the target species
should be used. Please contact the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services at (804)
786-3501 for more information.

6. Pollution Prevention. DEQ recommends that construction projects incorporate the
principles of pollution prevention including the following recommendations:

o Consider environmental attributes when purchasing materials. For example, the
extent of recycled material content and toxicity level should be considered.

o Consider contractors’ commitments to the environment when choosing contractors.
Also, specifications regarding raw material selection (alternative fuels and energy
sources) and construction practices can be included in contract documents and
requests for proposals.

e Choose sustainable practices and materials in infrastructure and construction and
design. These could include asphalt and concrete containing recycled materials and
integrated pest management in landscaping.

 Integrate pollution prevention techniques into maintenance and operation activities to
include source reduction (fixing leaks, energy efficient products).

Pollution prevention measures are likely to reduce potential environmental impacts and reduce

costs for material purchasing and waste disposal. For more information, contact DEQ’s Office
of Pollution Prevention, Mr. Tom Griffin at (804) 698-4545.

7. Energy Con_servation. The structure should be planned and designed to comply with state
and federal guidelines and industry standards for energy conservation and efficiency. For



example, energy efficiency of the structures can be enhanced by maximizing the use of the
following:

e thermally-efficient building shell components (roof, wall, floor, and insulation);
e high efficiency heating, ventilation, air conditioning systems; and
e high efficiency lighting systems.

The Department of Mines, Minerals and Energy should be contacted, Gerald Wilkes at (434)
951-6364, for assistance in meeting this challenge.

8. Natural Heritage Resources. The Department of Conservation and Recreation’s Division of
Natural Heritage (DNH) can search its Biotics Data System (BDS) for occurrences of natural
heritage resources from the area outlined on the submitted map. Natural heritage resources are
defined as the habitat of rare, threatened, or endangered animal and plant species, unique or
exemplary natural communities, and significant geologic communities.

Under a Memorandum of Agreement established between the Virginia Department of
Agriculture and Consumer Services (VDACS) and the Department of Conservation and
Recreation (DCR), DCR has the authority to report for VDACS on state-listed plant and insect
species. We recommend that the DNH be contacted at (804) 786-7951, to secure updated
information on natural heritage resources before the project is implemented.

9. Wildlife Resources. The Department of Game and Inland Fisheries (DGIF), as the
Commonwealth’s wildlife and freshwater fish management agency, exercises enforcement and
regulatory jurisdiction over wildlife and freshwater fish, including state or federally listed
endangered or threatened species, but excluding listed insects (Virginia Code Title 29.1). DGIF
is a consulting agency under the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Coordination Act (16 U.S.C. sections
661 et seq.), and provides environmental analysis of projects or permit applications coordinated
through DEQ and several other state and federal agencies. DGIF determines likely impacts upon
fish and wildlife resources and habitat, and recommends appropriate measures to avoid, reduce,
or compensate for those impacts. For more information, see the DGIF website at
www.dgif.state.va.us or contact Ray Fernald at (804) 367-6913.

10. Historic and Archaeological Resources. Section 106 of the National Historic and
Preservation Act of 1966, as amended, requires that activities that receive federal funding must
consider effects to properties that are listed or eligible for listing on the National Register of
Historic Places. The Department of Historic Resources (DHR) conducts reviews of projects to
determine their effect on historic structures or cultural resources. If applicable, contact DHR. In

the event that archaeological resources are encountered during construction, immediately contact
Ms. Ethel Eaton, DHR, at (804) 367-2323.

11. Waterworks Operation. Installation of new water lines and appurtenances must comply
with the State’s Waterworks Regulations. The Virginia Department of Health administers both
federal and state laws governing waterworks operation. For more information, contact the
Department of Health, Mr. Alan Weber at (804) 864-7490.



12. Sewerage Regulations. DEQ has approval authority over plans and specifications for
sewage collection systems and treatment works. This authority is contained in the Sewage
Collection and Treatment (SCAT) Regulations (12 VAC 5-581). Plans and specifications for
actions related to this project may require submission to DEQ’s Roanoke Area Office for review
and approval.

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Environmental Mitigation Activities and Areas

Metropolitan transportation planning is a regional process that is used to identify the transportation issues and needs
in metropolitan areas. In metropolitan areas over 50,000 in population, the responsibility for transportation lies with
designated Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPO). The planning process is a collaborative effort between the
member jurisdictions, the Virginia Department of Transportation, transit operators, and other modal representatives.
During the plans development the MPO examines land development patterns, demographics, travel patterns and
trends to identify existing and future transportation problems. The MPO then identifies alternatives to meet current
and projected future demands that will provide a safe and efficient transportation system that meets the needs of the
traveling public while limiting adverse impacts to the environment. The region is designated as an MPO area and all
the jurisdictions in this region work together to develop a constrained long range transportation plan.

The constrained long-range transportation plan (CLRP) for this region identifies and recommends a capital
investment strategy to meet the existing and future transportation needs of the public over the next 20 years. The
inclusion of a recommended improvement in the long range transportation plan represents preliminary regional
support for that improvement. The CLRP is a decision-making tool to determine which projects should be
implemented. Transportation improvements go through several steps from conception to implementation and take
many years to successfully complete.

The considerations and recommendations made during the planning process are preliminary in nature. Detailed
environmental analysis conducted through the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) does not apply to long
range transportation plans. With the exceptions for regional ambient air quality, offsetting environmental impacts
during the long range transportation planning process is not required. While detailed environmental analysis is not
required, it is important to consult with environmental resource agencies during the development of a long-range
plan. This interagency consultation provides an opportunity to compare transportation plans with the environmental
resource plans, develop a discussion on potential environmental mitigation activities, areas to provide the mitigation,
and activities that may have the greatest potential to restore and maintain the environment.

Detailed environmental analysis of individual transportation projects occurs later in the project development process
as the improvement approaches the preliminary engineering stage. At this stage, project features may be narrowed
and refined, and the environmental impacts and environmental mitigation strategies can be appropriately
ascertained. Virginia’s State Environmental Review Process directs the project-by-project interagency review, study
and identification of environmental concerns. Related requirements that typically apply at this stage involve public
hearings, environmental permit processing, and NEPA studies. Usually, a variety of environmental documentation,
permit and mitigation needs are identified and environmental findings are closely considered and evaluated.
Common project environmental mitigation measures (required silt-fence barriers, precautions to control dust, etc) are
managed using Road and Bridge Standards that apply to all construction activities. Special environmental concerns,
however, may differ widely by project and location. As environmental studies are conducted and undergo public and
interagency review, needed mitigation plans are specified and committed to within the environmental documents on
the particular transportation project or activity. Environmental management systems then are used to monitor, and
ensure compliance with, the environmental mitigation commitments.

Potential environmental mitigation activities may include: avoiding impacts altogether, minimizing a proposed
activity/project size or its involvement, rectifying impacts (restoring temporary impacts), precautionary and/or
abatement measures to reduce construction impacts, employing special features or operational management
measures to reduce impacts, and/or compensating for environmental impacts by providing suitable, replacement or
substitute environmental resources of equivalent or greater value, on or off-site. Where on-site mitigation areas is
not reasonable or sufficient, relatively large off-site compensatory natural resource mitigation areas generally may be
preferable, if available. These may offer greater mitigation potential with respect to planning, buffer protection and
providing multiple environmental habitat value (example: wetland, plant and wildlife banks).

Mitigation activities and the mitigation areas will be consistent with legal and regulatory requirements relating to the
human and natural environment. These may pertain to neighborhoods and communities, homes and businesses,
cultural resources, parks and recreation areas, wetlands and other water sources, forested and other natural areas,
agricultural areas, endangered and threatened species, and the ambient air. The following table illustrates some
potential mitigation activities and potential mitigation areas for these resources.
