1. CALL TO ORDER 
Ms. Joan Foster, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

2. PRESENTATION AND PUBLIC HEARING FOR THE DRAFT CENTRAL VIRGINIA LONG RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN –YEAR 2030 
Bob White provided an overview of the Central Virginia Long Range Transportation Plan-Year 2030 and then turned the presentation over to Joe Springer from Parsons Transportation.  Mr. Springer presented a Power Point Presentation highlighting why a Transportation Plan should be implemented, the study process, key strategies, funding considerations, transportation plan components, regional transportation plan policies, six year improvements, constrained plan, tier1 and tier 2 vision plans and non-roadway modes. Upon completion of the presentation Mr. Springer asked the MPO for questions.  Mr. Payne reminded the committee that 29 would be changing from 29 businesses to 29 businesses and a local road. He suggested that the Long Range Plan be adjusted to clearly label old 29 and new 29.  Ms. Foster asked for public comment.  Mr. Mark Peake, Lynchburg city resident, asked the board if the Long Range Plan would adopt the Midtown plan or stay with the general description in that currently exists in the draft?  Bob White replied that we would stay with the general description until we are told otherwise from the city. Mr. Payne stated that for now there would be no changes in the plan and that the goal was to look at available resources and build what we can. Joan Foster closed the public hearing. Mr. White stated that the MPO will be asked to adopt the plan on November 17.

3. CONSIDERATION OF RESOLUTIONS OF SUPPORT FOR A TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT APPLICATIONS FOR LYNCH’S LANDING’S MAIN STREET STREETSCAPE PROJECT, CITY OF LYNCHBURG’S RIVERWALK MASTER PLAN PROJECT AND THE CITY OF LYNCHBURG’S RIVERSIDE PARK IMPROVEMENTS PROJECTS
