Minutes

On a motion by Mayor Spiggle, seconded by Mayor Messier, the minutes of the Regional Commission meeting of July 21, 2005 were approved as presented.

On a motion by Mayor Campbell, seconded by Mayor Bailey, the minutes of the Executive Committee meeting on August 18, 2005 were approved as presented.

Financial Report
The Local Government Council received the financial report for the period through September 30 without comment.  Upon a motion by Mayor Spiggle, seconded by Aileen Ferguson, the Council unanimously approved budget amendment 06-003 which adjusted revenues and expenditures for the Amherst CDBG grant and the SERCAP Utility Project grant.

Membership Dues for FY 07 
Upon a motion by Kim Payne, seconded by Jack Hobbs, the Local Government Council raised dues to $0.55 per capita and to use most recent population projections as of today for Cities and Counties for the FY 07 fiscal year.  Mr. Payne inquired about population numbers and staff agreed to review the numbers to see why some of the jurisdictions may have fluctuated downward since the last dues increase.

Grantswriter Postion

Executive Director Gary Christie reported to the LG Council that Pam Green, Grantswriter, had resigned to open her own practice.  He review with the Council that the position had brought in over $50,000 in revenue for the Council and over $1 million for localities.  He noted that the Commission’s revenue would be received over a two year period and therefore for the first year, the position did not directly pay for itself and instead was subsidized by the Council.  

He noted that it was possible that we would have to use our general funds again to subsidize the position in the next budget cycle.

Cooperative Advertising with the Economic Development Council
Upon a motion by Mayor Bailey, seconded by Mayor Spiggle, the LG Council approved an expenditure of $2,000 to assist the Economic Development Council pay for an advertisement in Virginia Business magazine to promote Region 2000 and the Region 2000 Partnership.

Regional Water Planning Proposal

Upon a motion by Kim Payne, seconded by Katherine Guzi, the LG Council agreed to invite local governments to participate in a regional water planning process.  The LG Council agreed to let the Manager/Administrators work out a reasonable cost allocation system which would share the costs among participating jurisdictions.

Authorization to negotiate a contract with DEQ for TMDLs in Lynchburg and Amherst
Upon a motion by Kim Payne, seconded by David Laurrell, the LG Council authorized staff to negotiate a contract with DEQ for the managements of TMDLs in Lynchburg and Amherst.  The motion also stressed that DEQ would be encouraged to work with the Local Government Council to coordinate all of its TMDL activities with the LG Council.

FY 06 Work Plan

The LG Council received and agreed by consensus to adopt the FY06 Work Plan.  Kim Payne suggested, and the Council agreed, to strengthen the language of sections 3A and 7A regarding our direct involvement in TMDLs in Lynchburg and Amherst.

FY 06 Legislative Session Priority

Upon a motion by Mayor Messier, seconded by Mayor Bailey, the LG Council agreed to communicate to the Governor and our General Assembly members our strong support for the Center for Advanced Engineering for Region 2000.  The LG Council agreed that financing for the CAER was our most pressing legislative issue of the upcoming season.

Comments to VDOT on Six Year Plan Funding

Upon a motion by Kim Payne, seconded by Hugh Pendleton, the LG Council agreed to communicate to VDOT our strong recommendation that funding for the southern tier of the Lynchburg bypass should be included in the Six Year Improvement Program.

Endorsement of TEA-21 applications
Upon a motion by Jack Hobbs, seconded by Mayor Spiggle, the LG Council approved letters of support for TEA-21 applications for the Town of Altavista, the City of Bedford and two projects (Lynch’s Landing downtown Master Plan and Riverfront planning) for the City of Lynchburg.

Appointment of Kim Payne as representative on the Partnership Coordinating Committee

Upon a motion by Katherine Guzi, seconded by Hugh Pendleton, the LG Council appointed Kim Payne to serve on the Partnership Coordinating Committee.
Resolutions of Appreciation for Dr. Robert Bashore and Mr. Hugh Pendleton

Upon a motion by David Laurrell, seconded by Mayor Ronnie Spiggle, the LG Council unanimously approved resolutions of appreciation for Dr. Robert Bashore and Mr. Hugh Pendleton with hearty and heartfelt thanks.

The LG Council discussed city/county/town decals and heard an update on the status of localities moving away from the use of auto decals.
