1. CALL TO ORDER
Chairman Samuel Carter called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm. and welcomed new council members. 
2. APPROVAL OF THE APRIL 19, 2006 LOCAL GOVERNMENT COUNCIL MINUTES    
Chairman Carter asked if there were any additions or corrections to the 
April 20, 2006 meeting minutes.  There being none, Mr. Lee Cobb made a motion that the minutes be approved as presented and Mayor Joan Foster seconded the motion, the motion passed unanimously.
3.
CONSIDERATION OF NOMINATING COMMITTEE REPORT AND ELECTION OF FY 07 LOCAL GOVERNMENT COUNCIL OFFICERS
Mr. Jack Hobbs, chair of the nominating committee presented the following slate of officers for the FY07 term:

· Vice Chairman-John Sharp, 
· Treasurer-David Laurrell,  

· Secretary Gray Christie. 
Mr. Hobbs made a motion that the nominations be approved as presented. Rodney Taylor seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.  
It was noted that Gary Christie and David Laurrell would be the main signatures on the Local Government Council checks with Eddie Gunter, Jr. being the back up.

RESOLUTION OF APPRECTIATION FOR CHAIRMAN SAMUEL CARTER
On a motion by David Laurrell, seconded by Joan Foster, the Council unanimously agreed to authorize a letter of appreciation to Samuel Carter for his service as Chairman of the Region 2000 Local Government Council for 2005-2006. Please see attached.
5.
REVIEW OF FINANCIAL REPORT ENDING JUNE 30, 2006

Rosalie Hurley presented the draft financial report through June 30, 2006 and indicated that the biggest highlight in the budget would be an $81,000 surplus due in part because of position vacancies, grant revenue and interest income. 
Upon a motion by Rodney Taylor, seconded by Joan Foster, the following Supplemental Appropriation and Budget Amendment was unanimously approved by the Council:

06-012 -Supplement Appropriation and Budget Amendment to raise the Estimated Revenue and Expense for WIA, Regional Source Water, & VDOT Land Use. (Please see attached)

FY 07 Budget Overview and Update 
Rosalie Hurley gave an explanation for the changes to the FY07 Budget.  They included an increase in the revenue and expense for TMDL, and an increase in the revenue for the Grant Writer position. Upon a motion by David Laurrell, seconded by Kathleen Guzi, the proposed changes to the budget were unanimously approved by the Council.
7.
CONSIDERATION OF THE STRATEGIC PLAN DEVELOPED BY THE REGIONAL PARTNERSHIPS COORDINATING COMMITTEE  
Gary Christie and David Laurrell requested the consent of the committee to move forward with the Regional Partnerships Strategic Plan.   John Sharp stated that he liked the document as a whole. He suggested the word “progressive” be removed.  Mr. Laurrell thanked Mr. Sharp for his input and advised Mr. Sharp and the Council that this was exactly the type of feedback wanted and encouraged the council to offer further comments and suggestions. The consensus of the group was to move forward. 
8.
ADDITION OF THE YOUNG PROFESSIONALS OF CENTRAL VIRGINIA AS A MEMBER OF THE REGION 2000 PARTNERSHIP ORGANIZATION

Gary Christie requested consideration from the Council for the Young Professionals of Central Virginia to become a member of the Region 2000 Partnership Organization. Lee Cobb stated that the Young Professionals of Central Virginia is a model around the country for recruiting, retaining and educating young professionals and thinks that it is critical to pull them into the Partnership “fold”. There being no objections, David Laurrell made a motion that the motion be considered as presented. Joan Foster seconded the consideration, and the consideration passed unanimously.   
9.
UPDATE ON OFFICE SPACE
Mr. Gary Christie informed the group that the office space for the Region 2000 Partnership is still in development. Thus far the Partners are looking at the 12th floor in the Bank of the James building. Currently the numbers are being fine tuned and that there may be a significant dues increase requested. 
10.
CONSIDERATION FROM THE COUNCIL ON NOMINATING A REGIONAL REPRESENTATIVE TO THE ROANOKE RIVER BASIN ADVISORY COMMISSION
Gary Christie asked the committee to make a recommendation to the Roanoke River Basin Advisory Commission to reappoint Mr. Curry Martin to the RRBAC Commission.  Mr. Christie informed the group that he has spoken with the Bedford County Administrator asking her to circulate Mr. Martin’s name among the Board of Supervisors to get their reaction to the offering of his name again as a candidate. Ms. Kathleen Guzi stated that Curry Martin was very active with Community Development at Smith Mountain Lake.  David Laurrell was curious about the structure and appointment process. Mr. Christie volunteered to get additional information. Kathleen Guzi made a motion that the recommendation be considered as presented, Lee Cobb seconded the motion, and the motion passed unanimously.  
11.
APPOINTMENT OF NOMINEES FOR WORKFORCE INVESTMENT BOARD 2006-2007 TERM BY CHIEF LOCAL ELECTED OFFICERS
Mr. Christie asked the Chief Local Elected Officials to approve the nominees for the Workforce Board.  There being no objections Mr. Samuel Carter made a motion that the appointments be considered as presented. Mr. Ray Vandall   seconded the appointments, and the appointments passed unanimously by Chief Local Elected Officials present.
12.
CHIEF ELECTED LOCAL OFFICIALS TO CONSIDER GRANT RECIPIENT FOR WIA FUNDING 
Mr. Christie explained that the City of Lynchburg is currently the Grant Recipient for the Workforce Investment Act funds and that these funds pass from the Department of Labor  to the VEC to the City and then finally to the Local Government Council for finance administration. To simplify the process Mr. Christie asked the Council to approve a simple resolution to designate the Local Government Council as the Grant Recipient and he asked for an additional motion to send an appropriate letter of thanks to the City of Lynchburg for their excellent work. Ms. Joan Foster made a motion that the resolution to ask the Local Government Council be designated as the Region WIA Grant recipient and that the Local Government Council send a letter of thanks to the City of Lynchburg be considered as presented. Mr. Samuel Carter seconded the resolution, and the resolution passed unanimously by members present.

EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR AND STAFF REPORT
For informational purposes only Bob White gave brief reports on the:

Region 2000 Solid Waste Initiative
Mr. White stated that the Solid Waste initiative continues to move forward and show promise.  The Solid Waste Management Financial, Operational, and Regulatory Analysis have been completed.  With the results from this analysis all participating jurisdictions have all agreed to move forward. 
Water Supply Planning Initiative
The Region 2000 Water Supply Initiative is on schedule and has demonstrated the willingness for all Region 2000 jurisdictions and Nelson County to develop a dialogue regarding the future direction of managing Central Virginia’s water source. The current phase of work will be completed by September of this year and the actual regional planning effort is expected to get underway in July 2007.

Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan
The Regional Hazard Mitigation Plan has been completed and has been approved by all of the Region 2000 communities.  The plan is now in front of FEMA for final approval.

Regional Planning Commissioners’ Training Seminar

Mr. White and Mr. Christie both stated that the Regional Planning Commissioners Training Seminar was coming up on August 10 and that it was a great opportunity to provide a continuing education opportunity for local planning commissioners. 
Mr. Christie additionally informed the Council that the Local Government Council has been asked to assist with the Juvenile Community Crime Control Act. 
15.
Roundtable items

Mr. Lee Cobb informed the group that CAER is doing very well with funding included in the General Assembly’s???? budget.   
Gary Christie requested thoughts from the Council in reference to traveling to another area to view the workings of another working Partnership. Mr. David Laurrell stated that the Council had not done that in a while and that it may be a good idea to visit an area that is attracting youth.
