CALL TO ORDER/AGENDA APPROVAL

Chairman Burgess called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
2. APPROVAL OF JANUARY 15, 2004 REGIONAL COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
Chairman Burgess asked if there were any corrections to the January 15, 2004 minutes.  There being none, Mr. Foster made a motion, second by Mr. Laurrell, that the minutes of the January 15, 2004 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
3. APPROVAL OF MARCH 18, 2004 EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MINUTES
Chairman Burgess asked if there were any corrections to the March 18, 2004 Executive Committee Minutes.  There being none, Mr. Pendleton made the motion, second by Mr. Payne, that the minutes of the March 18, 2004 Executive Committee meeting be approved.   The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
4. APPROVAL OF FY 04/05 REGIONAL COMMISSION BUDGET
Rosalie Hurley stated that everything was on track as far as the budget was concerned.  She stated that approximately $33,000 would be used to fund the grant writer position.  Mr. Hobbs made the motion, second by Mr. Foster, that the budget be approved as presented.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
5. DEPARTMENT OF LABOR TRAINING GRANT CLOSE OUT
Barbara Bennett, Grant Administrator, they have projected to spend 99% of the grant funds.  She indicated that local contractors have trained over 1400 people in all localities from 13 different employers.  Mayor Burgess commended Barbara on a job well done.
6. Approval of Bylaw Change to Admit Appomattox County to the CLEOs Board
Mr. Inge stated that on March 10, 2004 Governor Warner approved Appomattox being part of the Region 2000 Workforce Investment Board  He indicated that the CLEOs, the cities of Bedford and Lynchburg and the counties of Amherst, Bedford and Campbell, need to approve revisions to the original MOU that would include Appomattox County as a sitting member of the Region 2000 CLEOs Board.  Mr. Pendleton made the motion, second by Mr. Carter, that the MOU revisions be approved as presented.  The motion passed unanimously by all the CLEOs in attendance.
7. APPROVAL OF AUDIT CONTRACT WITH BROWN/EDWARDS
Ms. Hurley stated that the request for proposals for the annual audit had been advertised and four firms had responded.  Mr. Inge and Rosalie had interviewed the firms and Brown/Edwards was selected.  
Mr. Foster made the motion, second by Craig Meadows, that the Commission approve Brown/Edwards being awarded the audit services contract.
8. REGIONAL SOLID WASTE INITIATIVE UPDATE
Mr. White stated that the Executive Committee had given direction as to how to proceed with the regional solid waste initiative and referred the Commission members to attachment No. 8.  He stated that he and the solid waste managers were looking at a more detailed scope of work to be completed and presented to the Executive Committee in September.  He indicated that Nelson County is participating.
9. ADOPTION OF REGION 2000 GREENWAYS AND BLUEWAYS PLAN
Mr. White indicated that all localities have endorsed the Greenways plan and it should now  be adopted by the Commission.  He requested that all of  the localities add it to their comprehensive plan as an element of the transportation plan.  He stated that the localities will be getting correspondence regarding a Greenway oversight board shortly.  Mr. Messier made the motion, second by Mr. Bailey, that the resolution be adopted.  The motion passed unanimously by all members present.
10. REGIONAL PLANNING SUMMIT
Mr. White stated that a planning summit has been scheduled for May 13.  Invitations will be sent out by the end of this week to planning directors, planning commissioners, etc.  The purpose of this summit is to discuss matters of mutual interest among the localities.
11. RESOLUTION APPROVING THE FY ’05 RURAL TRANSPORTATION PLANNING ASSISTANCE WORK PROGRAM
Mr. White stated that the request for Commission approval of the Transportation Planning Assistnace Work Program is an annual request.  He indicated that the Transportation Technical Committee has recommended the Work Program.
Mr. Rolfe made the motion, second by Mr. Laurrell, that the resolution approving the FY ’05 Rural Transportation Planning Assistance Work Program be approved.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.

12. INFORMATION ITEMS
Mr. Dodson asked if a press release had gone out as a result of  the action approved at the March Executive Committee regarding the State budget.  Mr. Gillespie indicated that a press release had gone out in March.  Chairman Burgess stated that Preston Bryant should be commended for what he’s done.  Mr.  Dodson stated that Senator Hawkins had taken a beating as well for his actions.
On another issue, Mr. Carter asked if the Regional  Commission wanted to come up with something in agreement with Campbell County’s stand on biosolids.  Mr. Laurrell suggested that it be included as part of the Commission’s next legislative agenda.
