CALL TO ORDER/AGENDA APPROVAL

Chairman Burgess called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.
2. APPROVAL OF JANUARY 15, 2004 REGIONAL COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
Chairman Burgess asked if there were any corrections to the April 15, 2004 minutes.  There being none, Mr. Laurrell made a motion, seconded by Mr. Payne, that the minutes of the April 15, 2004 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
3. APPROVAL OF June 17, 2004 EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MINUTES
Chairman Burgess asked if there were any corrections to the June 17, 2004 Executive Committee Minutes.  There being none, Dr. Bashore made the motion, second by Mr. Foster, that the minutes of the June 17, 2004 Executive Committee meeting be approved.   The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
4. REVIEW OF THE BUDGET THROUGH JUNE 30, 2004 
Rosalie Hurley reported that the Commission came in under budget on operating expenses for the year, due to the fact that some VDOT PL funds are carrying over into the next fiscal year.

The supplemental appropriation change presented for approval was increased from $50,000. to $75,000.  Mr. Laurrell made the motion to accept the supplemental appropriation change.  Mr. Pendleton seconded the motion, and the motion carried unanimously by members present.
5. MEMBERSHIP STATUS OF NELSON COUNTY
Mr. Gillespie reported that Nelson County has asked to withdraw consideration for full membership in the Commission, and to retain “associate” membership status.  Mr. Laurrell stated that he felt  Nelson County should not be able to participate in projects or receive services based on the same per capita dues assessment paid by the existing membership, on a project by project basis.  Mr. Laurrell made the motion that an additional 10% charge be added to the cost of each project, to be billed as overhead cost.  The motion was seconded by Mayor Messier, and carried unanimously by members present.  Mr. Gillespie was asked to communicate this decision to Nelson County. 
6. 2005 LEGISLATIVE AGENDA
Mr. Gillespie asked the Commission members for feedback on issues they considered significant and wished to have included in the 2005 Legislative Agenda.  The Commission members agreed to:
a) Continue to support the BPOL

b) Support reasonable regulations at the local level over the siting of biosolids, as opposed to application

c) Support Transportation funding increases

d) Continue to support efforts to implement sales tax on products sold over the internet

e) Continue to support state funding of state mandated programs
7. FIBER OPTIC LINE CONSTRUCTION PROJECT FOR SOUTHSIDE
Mr. Cobb reported on the efforts of the Mid-Atlantic Broadband Co-op to install a fiber optic cable in Southside Virginia.  Mr. Cobb also stressed the importance of this project to the region’s economic development future.
