1. CALL TO ORDER/AGENDA APPROVAL

Chairman Albert called the meeting to order at 5:06 p.m.
2. APPROVAL OF JANUARY 20, 2005 REGIONAL COMMISSION MEETING MINUTES
Chairman Albert asked if there were any corrections to the January 20, 2005 minutes.  There being none, Bryan David made a motion, seconded by Kim Payne, that the minutes of the January 20, 2005 meeting be approved.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
3. APPROVAL OF MARCH 31, 2005 EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MINUTES
Chairman Albert asked if there were any corrections to the March 31, 2005 Executive Committee Minutes.  There being none, Bryan David made the motion, seconded by Kim Payne, that the minutes of the March 31, 2005 Executive Committee meeting be approved.   The motion carried unanimously by all members present.
4. REVIEW OF THE BUDGET THROUGH MARCH 31, 2005 
Rosalie Hurley reviewed the budget-to-actual report along with a transfer and supplemental appropriation through December 31, 2005 requesting approval of transfer of Appropriation -05-16.   Joseph Albert made the motion, second by Tom Messier, that the budget amendments be approved as presented.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.

5. APPROVAL OF FY 06 BUDGET
 Rosalie Hurley reported that there were no significant items to discuss on the budget and all members had received a copy of the report.  Craig Meadows made the motion, that the budget be approved, seconded by Hugh Pendleton.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.       
6. CENTRAL VIRGINIA LONG RANGE TRANSPORTATION PLAN 
Bob White introduced Joe Springer of Parsons Transportation to present an outline of the draft plan as well as the key points of discussion. Bob White asked the Commission members for feedback on the Central Virginia Long Range Transportation Plan.   Kim Payne suggested that a special Public Hearing and MPO meeting be held simultaneously at the July meeting to further discuss the Long Range Transportation Plan and project prioritization.  
7. UPDATE ON SOLID WASTE PROJECT

Bob White reported that a working group of area solid waste professionals continue to work on the Region 2000 Solid Waste Management Study.  Bryan David stated that “it was a good project and that it had been brought a long way”.  Bob White recognized Theresa Knuckles with Amherst County for her work on this study.  Kimball Payne made a motion to continue the study, seconded by Bill Gillespie.  The motion carried unanimously by all members. 
8. UPDATE FROM STAFF 

Gary Christie inquired as to how the Regional Commission should procure legal services for minor matters on an as needed basis.   Bill Gillespie stated that previous services were obtained from Ted Craddock.  After a brief discussion, Ronald Spiggle made the motion, with a second by Tom Messier that legal services under $5000.00 should be provided by Ted Craddock, Esq.  The motion passed unanimously by all members present.

Gary Christie requested consent to video tape quest speakers at the Spring and Fall meetings for distribution to local cable access operators. The committee members in unison said yes, they thought it was a good idea.

Gary Christie  advised the committee that The Virginia Department of Housing Development are taking grant applications through May 27 on a competitive grant application process for $5.6 in CDBG funds for disaster recovery. Mr. Christie stated that Commission staff members are   available to review the potential projects and prepare the application. 
Gary Christie informed the group that office space and Region 2000 branding update is still currently under review. 
Gary Christie asked that the group  endorse the Region 2000 Workforce Investment Board’s application for the Workforce Investment Board Grant application to build partnerships between Faith-Based and Community Organizations (FBCO) and the Region 2000 Career Center.  Danny Inge gave a brief synopsis of the grant explaining how it will allow the training and strengthening the FBCOs, how it will build a strong network with the Region 2000 Career Center, provide direct connection for regional employers, and assist with necessary preparation to place 200 individuals in good jobs.  David Laurrell made the motion to approve endorsement, seconded by Bill Gillespie.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.  

Upon a motion by Kimball Payne, seconded by Ronald Spiggle, Gary Christie, the Commission’s Executive Director, was unanimously appointed as the Commission Secretary and was further authorized to execute the FY 06 VDOT and VDRPT contracts along with a waste tire contract to Emanuel Tire Company. 

Gary Christie asked for the endorsement of the Commission to sponsor and donate $1000 to the Young Adult Council for a sponsorship for the 1st Annual Virginia’s Region 2000 Partnership Golf Tournament.  Lee Cobb stated that he was most interested in supporting this group as they are trying to keep young people here, thus avoiding labor shrinkage.  David Laurrell made the motion to approve endorsement, seconded by Kimball Payne.  The motion carried unanimously by all members present.  

Gary Christie reminded the commission members on the upcoming Conservation Easements and Comprehensive Plans Workshop The workshop is sponsored by the Region 2000 Regional Commission and Sands, Anderson, Marks, and Miller and will take place April 26, 2005. He advised the group that all of the Region 2000 counties and cities would be represented as well as a few of the surrounding counties and cities. 
9. ITEMS FROM THE COMMISSION MEMBERS

Ronald Spiggle encouraged all members to attend “The Dollars and Sense of Protecting Community Character” presentation by Ed McMahon, from the Urban Land Institute on 

May 18, 2005.  Kimball Payne informed the group that he had attended a presentation by Ed McMahon and that it was very inspiring. 

10. ADJOURNMENT & DINNER

The next Regional Commission Meeting will be held on July 21, 2005 at the Ramada Inn in Lynchburg.
